An application for a Public Space Occupation Permit must have regard to Council’s General Local Law 2007, copies of which can be obtained from Moreland City Council or via our website.

Notes

An application for Report and Consent of Council must include:

· Completed application form.

· Prescribed Fee which must be paid at time of lodgement.

· One (1) copy of drawings showing site plans, floor plans, elevations, sections, dimensions, details of the building works being undertaken.

· Three (3) copies of drawings showing site plans, floor plans, elevations, sections, dimensions, details identifying the location and construction of all precautions over the street alignment as follows :

· an allotment plan at a suitable scale between 1:500 and 1:100;

· if the allotment is at the intersection of streets or the distance to the nearest street corner;

· the position and dimensions of the proposed building and its relationship to the boundaries of the allotment, together with the location of all obstructions and facilities within the road reserve, eg. hydrants, bus shelters, power poles, post boxes, street signs, phone boxes etc;

· the position, construction and height of any hoarding including fixing details and area of road reserve to be occupied along with the width of footpath to be maintained for pedestrian access during construction;

· relevant wall heights, boundary setbacks and footpath and naturestrip widths;

· north point, site address,

· letter of approval of the precautions from the relevant building surveyor in accordance with Regulation 604(2)

· letter from the relevant building surveyor stating that they have discussed the project with the builder and that they have approved the precautions beyond the street alignment as complying with the Building Commission Practice Note 2007-58 and in accordance with Regulation 604(2)

· copy of certificate for current public liability insurance associated with the proposed works for at least of $10 million.

An incomplete application or an application without the required fee will not be registered as received by Council and will be returned to the applicant.
All enquiries in respect of the regulation applicable to this application should be directed to the Relevant Building Surveyor. If an applicant has not addressed a request for further information within the prescribed period, a refusal could result.

Refunds

Council will only refund fees for a report and consent application where a determination has not been issued.

If you wish to withdraw an application, you must put your request in writing.

Council will confirm what fees were paid as part of the application and provide you with a refund of the remainder of paid application fees, after the following amounts have been deducted:

i. A $100 administration fee for the cancellation of the application.

ii. $60 per hour or part thereof of the application fee where Council has assessed the application.

iii. Any external expenses incurred in processing the application, including external consultants fees and other statutory fees and charges;

Please note, a refund will not be granted where Council has issued a determination.
