	· Please ensure that you examine the application plans and any supporting information before you make an objection. You can inspect the application at Moreland City Council’s Bell Street Office. Council staff can assist you in examining the plans and providing relevant planning information.

	

	· To ensure Council has adequate time to consider your objection, please ensure that Council receives your objection by the due date displayed on the notice. Council will forward an acknowledgement letter to you upon receipt of your objection.

	

	· If you have signed an objection in the form of a petition only one person on the petition will be sent an acknowledgement letter and notified in writing of Council’s decision. The petition must explain the reasons for the objection and how the proposal will affect the persons signing the petition.

	

	· If you object prior to Council determining the application (within the statutory time), Council will notify you of its decision. If the Council decides to grant a planning permit and you have the right to object, you can seek review of the decision before the Victorian Civil and Administrative Tribunal (VCAT). If Council refuses the application, the permit applicant can also seek review of the decision. Applications for review are determined by VCAT.

	· This form is to assist in making an objection under Section 57 of the Planning & Environment Act 1987. There is no requirement under the Act that you use this form. However the Act does state that:


· An objection must be made to the responsible authority in writing stating the reasons for the objection and stating how the objector would be affected by the grant of the permit;


· The responsible authority may reject an objection which it considers has been made primarily to secure or maintain a direct or indirect commercial advantage for the objector;


· If a number of persons make one objection, they may give the responsible authority the name and address of the person to whom the responsible authority is to give notice of the decision;


· The responsible authority must make a copy of every objection available at its office for any person to inspect 
during office hours free of charge until the end of the period during which an application may be made for review of a decision on the application.
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
