RESIDENTIAL PARKING PERMITS CONDITIONS
A maximum of two residential parking permits will be issued to a residence.  The permit/s are transferable between vehicles but are tied to the street which the applicant resides on. Residents living in a corner property can nominate either their front or side street. If two permits are required, both will be issued to the same street.
Residential properties with a driveway crossover will only be eligible for one residential parking permit, regardless of whether there is a driveway.

A residential permit is only valid while the resident resides at the address shown on the approved application form and will only be issued to properties that have parking restrictions in their street.
Residential permits will only be issued for use in an applicable vehicle. This excludes a boat, bus, trailer, truck, caravan, motorcycle or vehicles greater than 4.5 tonnes or 12 metres in length. 

Residential permits will not be issued to properties where the approval of planning permit for subdivision was issued after 31st August 2011 which resulted in an increase in the number of separate occupancies.

The residential parking permit/visitors permit does NOT guarantee parking will be available.
Residential/visitors parking permits will not be issued and are not valid for: 

· Any main arterial road (eg. Sydney Rd, Lygon St, Bell St, Holmes Rd, Pascoe Vale Rd)

· Nicholson St (except between Blyth & Stewart Sts)

· Shopping strip areas (eg. Devon Rd, West St, Bonwick St, Anderson Rd, Derby St)

· Tripovich St

· Council operated off street car parks or metered areas 

· Red-signed areas or other restricted areas described in Road Rules Victoria 1999 (e.g. No Stopping, No Parking or Loading Zones)

Residents who live in shop top dwellings on arterial roads are eligible for one permit in their nearest side street.
The residential parking permit MUST BE DISPLAYED on the inside, lower left hand corner of the front windscreen in clear view. Parking fines will NOT BE WITHDRAWN FOR PERMITS NOT DISPLAYED or CLEARLY VISIBLE THROUGH THE FRONT WINDSCREEN of the vehicle.

Residential parking permits are renewable 30 June each year. It is ultimately the permit holders’ responsibility to renew the permit each year

A statutory declaration is required for replacement permits.  An administration fee of $30 is charged for all replacement permits. A free replacement permit will be issued if the resident’s vehicle has been stolen, and they can produce a copy of the police report.

VISITOR PARKING PERMITS CONDITIONS
The visitor parking permit must be displayed on the car dashboard with the day/date/month panels visible and appropriate dates scratched off.

Parking Fines will NOT BE WITHDRAWN FOR EXPIRED PERMITS or PERMITS INCORRECTLY SCRATCHED (ie. more than one date scratched or no date scratched off).
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
