Please note:

· Moreland streets are public highways and therefore anyone can park in these streets (subject to any parking restrictions or restrictions under the Road Regulations). 

· Works zone (temporary zone outside building site) can be considered when building works are occurring in congested parking areas.

· Works Zones can be considered only adjoining the property being constructed. 

· A Works Zone is not to be utilised for employee parking.

· Prior to submitting this application, it is suggested that you discuss this request with nearby property occupiers to gauge the level of support.

· The above information is required to assist Council in its investigation of this matter. The process of installing a Works Zone can take up to 8 weeks to finalise, from application to installation of signs.

· If it is decided that the Work Zone may be appropriate, a circular will be sent to all affected property occupiers seeking support for the new restrictions. The installation of the Works Zone will proceed if no more than 2 written objections are received.

· A fee of $572 (incl GST) is payable for this permit. An invoice will be sent to you for this amount if the application is approved.

· You must advise Council when construction is completed and the Works Zone is no longer required. Council will then arrange for the Works Zone to be removed.
